Performance

Our Performance 2010/11

A total of 2400 clients received
services from the Gold Coast Drug

Council during 2010/11.

This is approximately a 5%
increase on the previous year,
and has grown continuously and
exponentially over the past 10

years.

Of these total clients, 71% were
male and 29% were female. This is
an identical result to the previous

year.

Our clients ranged in age from

12 to 89. Our Youth services
supported clients aged 12-25;
residential clients were aged under
30; whilst Out-client services
offered support to a large number
of adults of all ages. The average
client age (excluding client family
members) was 27 years.

Primary Drug of Choice results for
all clients indicate that 2010/11
results were very similar to the
previous year. Cannabis is the
most commonly represented
Primary Drug of Choice at 59% of
total clients; followed by Alcohol at
17%; and Amphetamines at 11%.

This result is influenced heavily
by the results for QIDDI (QId Illlicit
Drug Diversion Initiative) clients

— as they represent the majority
number of clients, and also by
the large number of youth clients

represented.

Telephone Information
Service

The Gold Coast Drug Council
Telephone Information Service
responded to almost ten thousand
telephone calls of individuals
seeking treatment; or asking

for advice and information on
addiction and other services

available locally.

Residential Services

In 2010/11, the Mirikai and
Ooasis Programs provided care for
179 clients and provided 19,024
bed-days.

40 percent of clients completed
90 days or more of residential
treatment. The average length

of stay for Mirikai clients was

87 days, and average 123

days in Oasis. For those clients
who completed the Mirikai and
Ooasis program consecutively, the
average stay was (including Oasis
stage) was 315 days.

Statistics indicate that
approximately 90% of residential
clients experienced some form

of dual diagnosis (coexisting

substance abuse and mental health

disorder).

Of the total Mirikai & Oasis
residents, 73% were male and
27% were female and their
average age was 24.4 years.

These are similar results to

the previous year, except for
a slight decrease in alcohol
and amphetamines, and slight
corresponding increase in
cannabis. There is also a 4%

increase in heroin.

In terms of residents general health
and well-being, the residential
programs support clients across

a range of needs, including
weekly facilitated groups; regular
individual counselling and case
management; medical and non-
medical defoxification; psychiatric
assessment and treatment;
referrals to the Miami sexual
health clinic, General Practitioner,
Medical Specialists, Palm Beach
Dental Health Services and legal

services; supervision of community
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service hours; and urinalysis

testing.

Banjara Medical Centre
Services

The addition of the BANJARA
MEDICAL CENTRE in the past
year; in addition to the Psychiatric
Registrar position funded under
the Specialist Training Program,
has improved both the quality and
quantity of on site medical services

provided to our clients.

In the 2010/2011 period, the
following medical services were

provided:

® 896 Psychiatry visits;
* 1,510 GP appointments;

e 1047 Psychologist
appointments;

® 329 Physiotherapy sessions;

e 51 Dietician sessions.

Diversion Services

In 2010/11, the Drug Court

programs provided services to:

e 21 residential Drug Court
clients participating in the
Mirikai/Qasis Programs. Their
average length of stay was 82
days;

e 29 clients in the MISO
Supported Accommodation
Program, with an average
length of stay of 111 days, and
3,227 bednights.

QIDDI

Over the last year, the Queensland
Illicit Drug Diversion Initiative

saw 944 clients for diversion
assessments for minor cannabis

or amphetamines offences, with
many clients referred onwards to

other local services.

Clients were average age of
26.5 years; 79% were male; and
cannabis was by far the primary
drug of choice at 74%, followed
by alcohol at 11%.

Outclient Services

In 2010/11, our out-client services

were busier than ever, with:

¢ the Youth Support Program
provided 520 counselling
sessions to 90 young people
with an average age of 20
years of age. Client’s primary
drug of choice was slightly
different than the previous year
— highest was Cannabis ot 47%
(which was previously 35%);
followed by Alcohol at 38%
(which was previously 46%);
followed by Amphetamines at
11%.

¢ and 164 clients participated in
the Stop Pot Program during
the year (a substantial increase
from 62 in the previous year).

e the Family Therapy service
provided counselling sessions
to 137 clients, and there were
59 clients attended Family &
Friends Support Group;

the Youth Dual Diagnosis
Program supported and treated
156 clients this year;

the Dual Diagnosis Counselling
service provided services to 59

clients;

the Early Birds group supported
48 new clients during the year

the Young Families Support
Program provided 227
episodes of care to 14 clients;

Inter Urban Arts programs had
a total of 139 participants;
including DRASTIC, Other
Projects, and Mentors;

the new Youth Outreach

Drug & Alcohol Program
(YODA) saw 90 clients on an
individual basis, in addition to
conducting group education
and interventions, and a range

of partnership activities;

the Complex Needs Assessment
Panel for Integrated Support
team have provided 3702
episodes of support to 27
clients. Average age of clients
is 23 years old; 88% males;
12% females.

Kids in Focus — Family Drug
Support provided services to
111 clients and their family

members;

the new Clinical Liaison
Aboriginal & Torres Strait
Islander Service program
which only commenced at the
end of 2010/11 provided
services to 8 clients.

NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS FOR THE YEAR ENDED 30 JUNE 2011

Note 1 Statement of Significant Accounting Policies

This financial report is a special purpose financial prepared in order to satisfy the financial reporting requirements of the Associations
Incorporation Act Queensland. The committee has determined that the association is not a reporfing entity.

The financial report has been prepared in accordance with the requirements of the Associations Incorporation Act Queensland and the
following Australian Accounting Standards:

AASB 108: Accounting Policies, Changes in Accounting Estimates and Errors

AASB 110: Events affer Balance Sheet Date

AASB 1031: Materiality

AASB 116: Property Plant & Equipment

No other applicable Accounting Standards, Australian Accounting Interpretations or other authoritative pronouncements of the Australian
Accounting Standards Board have been applied.

The financial report has been prepared on an accruals basis and is based on historical costs, and does not take into account changing money
values or, except where specifically stated, current valuations of non-current assets.

(a) Income Tax

As a charity the entity is exempt from income tax and therefore no income tax has been calculated on transactions undertaken during the
financial year.

(b) Property, Plant and Equipment

Each class of property, plant and equipment is carried at cost or fair value as indicated less, where applicable, any accumulated depreciation
and impairment losses.
All repairs and maintenance costs are expensed during the financial period in which they are incurred.

Depreciation
The cost of all fixed assets, including buildings and capitalised lease assets, is depreciated evenly over the assets’ useful lives commencing from

the time the asset is held ready for use. Leasehold improvements are depreciated over the shorter of either the unexpired period of the lease or
the estimated useful lives of the improvements.
The depreciation rates used for each class of depreciable assets are:

Class of Fixed Asset Depreciation Rate
Buildings 2.50-20%
Equipment & Fittings 2.50-40%
Motor Vehicles 22.50%

Gains and losses on disposals are determined by comparing proceeds with the carrying amount. These gains and losses are included in the
income statement.

(c) Employee Benefits

Provision is made for the Association’s liability for employee benefits arising from services rendered by employees to balance date. Employee
benefits that are expected to be settled within one year have been measured at the amounts expected to be paid when the liability is settled.
Employee benefits payable later than one year have been measured at the present value of the estimated future cash outflows to be made

for those benefits. These cashflows are discounted using market yields on national government bonds with terms to maturity that match the
expected timing of cashflows.

(d) Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents include cash on hand, deposits held at call with banks, other short-term highly liquid investments with original
maturities of three months or less, and bank overdrafts.
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(e) Revenue and Other Income

Revenue including donations, grants and rent & client contributions is measured as the fair value of the cash proceeds received. Any revenue
relating to future periods is deferred in the balance sheet and recognised in the period to which it relates.

Interest revenue is recognised when received from financial institutions on a cash basis.

All revenue is stated net of the amount of goods and services tax (GST).

(f) Goods and Services Tax (GST)

Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST, except where the amount incurred is not recoverable from the
Australian Tax Office. In these circumstances the GST is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition of the asset or as part of an item of the
expense.

Receivables and payables in the balance sheet are shown inclusive of GST.

(g) Comparative Figures

When required by Accounting Standards, comparative figures have been adjusted to conform to changes in presentation for the current
financial year.

At the time of financial report preparation, the
Association had estimated an amount of approximately $100,000 would be required to back pay its affected employees. The Association was
